On foot

The sites are a walkable
distance from Freshbrook
and Grange Park. There

are pavements and crossing
points to reach the site. See
the map for recommended
walking routes to the site.

There are many off road cycle
routes that will get you to the
sites. There is a variety of cycle
parking outside many buildings -
ask your facilities rep for details.

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By rail

Swindon’s railway station is
just over 4 miles from the
business park. Taxis are
available on the forecourt, the
journey will be 15-20 minutes.

You can travel to the business parks from
the bus stop outside the railway station

on services 27 and 28 (peak hours only).
Asking for PLUSBUS when buying your rail
ticket allows you unlimited bus travel in the
Swindon urban area for a reduced rate. See
www. plusbus.info/swindon for details.

By bus

There are bus stops within
Windmill Hill and Lydiard
Park business parks, and
Thamesdown Transport
buses 27 and 28 come

onto the business parks from
Swindon town centre in peak hours.

There are also bus stops on Great
Western Way, served by regular
services from Stagecoach.
