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INTRODUCTION

Background

This 2024 annual monitoring report has been prepared by PFA Consulting to provide a review of
the Residential Travel Plan (RTP) for Badbury Park, Swindon, for the latest 12-month period. The
report is submitted to Persimmon Homes and Redrow Homes (the developers) as well as Swindon
Borough Council (SBC), for information.

Residential Travel Plan

The original Residential Travel Plan (RTP) for Badbury Park was produced by WSP in 2010, which
was approved by Swindon Borough Council in 2015, to cover the period up to full occupation of the
Badbury Park site. PFA Consulting were appointed as Travel Plan Coordinators (TPC) for the site in
2015.

As stated in previous monitoring reports, the original RTP was revised in 2019 to reflect the change
in land use of Phase 3, from employment land to residential development, and superseded the
previous RTP produced by WSP in 2010. This document covers a wider area incorporating both the
existing residential development and proposed residential development at Badbury Park (Phases 1,
2 &3).

An annual monitoring report is required to be produced throughout the Travel Plan period, as
specified in the RTP. These are informative reports produced for the benefit of the developers and
SBC to indicate what has taken place and outline plans for the following year. The report documents
how the RTP is performing through reviewing the RTP measures implemented in 2024.

2023 Monitoring Report

The 2023 monitoring report identified the ‘next steps’ required to ensure further progress is made
on the implementation of the RTP. The ‘next steps’ were based upon the measures set out in the
RTP and are as follows:

= Engagement Events — The TPC will aim to plan and undertake two public engagement events
in 2024.

= Travel Information Packs — The TPC will ensure that the up-to-date Travel Information Packs
continue to be distributed to new residents on occupation of their property. This will primarily
be achieved through retaining regular contact with the Redrow sales team to ensure they have
sufficient TIPs available and continue to include the TIPs in handover documentation.

= Badbury Park Travel Plan Webpage - The TPC shall ensure that residents can continue to view
the most up-to-date version of the TIP online via the bespoke website for the Badbury Park
development https://www.swindontravelchoices.co.uk/newdevelopments/badbury-park/

= Training Sales Staff — The TPC shall retain regular contact with sales office to check staff are
aware of the Travel Plan, Travel Information Pack and associated incentives. The TPC will deliver
any training to sales staff as required.

= Cycle and Bus Incentives —The £100 Cycle voucher and 4-week taster bus ticket will continue
to be promoted in 2024 as a key incentive to help residents make more journeys by bike and
public transport. The TPC will ensure that Persimmon and Redrow sales staff, along with the
BPRG are fully aware of the scheme and how to signpost residents to apply for them. The TPC
will continue to ensure that the incentive schemes are promoted as widely as possible, through
TIPs, social media and posters on local noticeboards. The TPC shall also investigate possibility
of displaying posters advertising the scheme within Mitchell Cycles and Recycles.

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Newsletter — A Travel Plan newsletter shall be produced and distributed to residents of Badbury
Park in 2024. The newsletter shall contain any updates on new facilities and transport
infrastructure (e.g. opening of new local centre). It will also be used as a means to promote any
upcoming TPC events.

Bus Provision —Continue to support the provision of a more extensive bus service at Badbury
Park, engaging in discussions with bus operators and SBC whenever the opportunity arises.
Support improved pedestrian link to GWH bus services from Badbury Park.

Car Club — Continue to monitor the viability of car club provision on site.

Monitoring — Continue to monitor the level of occupations throughout the year to ascertain
when the trigger point for the next survey has been reached (full occupation of the site).

Travel Plan Coordinator - Appoint the Travel Plan Coordinator (TPC) for the next 12-month
period.

1.6. This 2024 monitoring report provides a review of progress of the ‘next steps’ along with outlining
what has been achieved since the last report and the plan for the upcoming year.
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REVIEW OF PROGRESS

A review of the progress made on the ‘next steps’ set out in the 2023 monitoring report is provided
in this section.

Engagement Events

Promotional Stand at Castles Bike Ride, Coate Water — Sunday 2" June 2024

PFA Consulting organised a sustainable travel promotional stand as part of the Castles Bike Ride at
Coate Water on Sunday 2 June 2024. The stand offered free BikeRegister security marking, bike
checks and basic repairs and a range of up-to-date leaflets containing information on cycling,
walking and public transport. The TPC who was in attendance gave residents of Badbury Park the
opportunity to apply for the Travel Plan incentives of a free £100 cycle voucher or 4-week bus pass,
if they had not already claimed this previously.

Considering the same event in 2023 was successful in terms of footfall and interest from both the
public and participants in the charity bike ride event, it seemed best to hold a sustainable travel
stall at this location again.

The event was advertised to residents via a Spring season themed Travel Plan newsletter which was
hand delivered to all residents of Badbury Park during the end of May. A copy of the newsletter is
provided at Appendix A and more details are provided later on in this report.

A ‘bespoke’ poster for the Castles Bike Ride was edited to promote the event and the sustainable
travel stall; this was spread across various social media platforms and noticeboards around Badbury
Park. A copy of the poster produced for the event can be viewed at Appendix B.

Approximately 100 riders entered into the Macmillan Castles Bike Ride event, and 35 people visited
the stall throughout the day, a considerable proportion who were local and from Badbury Park.
Approximately 20 bikes were safety checked/repaired, 7 bikes were security marked and 4
households signed up for the bus or cycle Travel Plan incentive. The TPC recorded notes of positive
conversations about how people have enjoyed walking and cycling in the local area, and those that
had tried cycling for the first time.

The weather conditions at the event were favourable which helped increase attendance on the day.
Toilets and refreshment facilities were available at Coate Water and the stand benefitted from
being connected to an existing event.

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Badbury Park Summer Festival Event — Monday 26" August 2024

2.8. The second Travel Plan event of 2024 was held on Sunday August Bank Holiday at the Badbury Park
Community Hub and Commonhead Park as part of the new Badbury Park Summer Festival event.
This location offered the opportunity to engage with a different audience of local people, those
who may not be motivated to attend a specific travel promotion event.

2.9. The TPC focused on promoting sustainable travel and the cycle and bus incentives to residents. As
with the Coate Water event, the Doctor Bike Mechanic was present at this event offering free bike
safety checks and basic repairs to resident’s bikes.

2.10. Swindon Travel Choices also provided resources such as cycle maps and information leaflets on
sustainable transport and offered free BikeRegister security marking.

2.11. The event was well supported by the public despite the changeable weather. Approximately 14
bikes were checked and repaired, 10 bikes security marked and 9 cycle vouchers were also
distributed. Attendees spoke to the TPC about cycling to work and support with learning to cycle.

2.12. Again, the event as a whole was shared on social media and a bespoke poster showing our presence
at the event was shared on Badbury Park Residents Facebook group and via SBC. The poster is
included at Appendix C.

Travel Information Packs

2.13. Travel Information Pack (TIP) continues to be distributed by sales staff to the first occupiers of
homes. Regular contact with the sales staff was maintained throughout the year to ensure that
stock levels were sufficient and to check that packs are being delivered to new residents.

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TIPs were updated, printed and delivered to the Redrow Sales Office at the start of May to replenish
stocks. The Redrow office now have enough stock until full occupation, expected in mid-2025.

The TIP is reviewed and updated on a regular basis, the latest version of the TIP is available in
Appendix D and an e-version available from the Badbury Park Travel Plan Webpage as detailed
below.

The Badbury Park Travel Plan webpage continued to be updated with the most recent TIP and
newsletters throughout 2024:

The webpage contains links for residents to apply for the free bus or cycle travel incentive, access
the latest bus timetables, local walking/cycling routes and more. Access is also provided from the
webpage to the wider Swindon Travel Choices website with links to sustainable travel information
and events for the wider Swindon area. The Badbury Park webpage is advertised to residents within
both the hard copies of the TIP and newsletter.

Training Sales Staff

The TPCs visited the Redrow sales office in May to deliver the TIPS. Every time the TPCs engage with
sales staff they discuss with staff the Travel Plan and the benefits to residents, offering a form of
training. This ensures that all members of the sales offices are aware of the TPC role and the
information contained in the TIPs, including the £100 cycle voucher and free 4-week bus smartcard
incentives eligible to residents to encourage the use of sustainable transport.

Cycle and Bus Incentives

To encourage travel by sustainable means each household is offered the opportunity to obtain a
£100 cycle voucher or 4-week bus Travelcard. This offer has continued to be promoted throughout
2024, particularly via the newsletter, delivered in May. The cycle voucher can be used against the
purchasing of a bike/equipment from a local bike shop, Mitchell Cycles and Recycles or repair
services to an existing cycle. The cycle vouchers are available in both e-format and hard copies. Due
to staff shortages, Recycles could no longer participate in the scheme during 2024, but they remain
as a contact if this situation changes and they can continue to support the scheme towards full
occupation during 2025.

The availability of both the cycle voucher and bus travelcard has continued to be promoted within
the Travel Information Packs which residents receive on occupation, and by word of mouth. Posters
advertising the incentives are also provided on noticeboards around the site, thanks to support
from the BPRG.

There continues to be a good uptake of cycle vouchers from residents, particularly following the
newsletter distribution and summer events. A further 23 have been claimed in 2024, since 1 January
2024). In total 316 valid cycle vouchers have been claimed, which equates to a site-wide uptake of
approximately 25% of households.

There have been 19 valid requests for 4-week bus taster tickets during 2024, which all have been
administered promptly and distributed to residents via SwindonBus. In total 97 bus taster tickets
have been claimed which equates to a site-wide uptake of approximately 8% of households.

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Newsletter
2.23. A Travel Plan newsletter was produced and distributed by hand to all occupied households within
Badbury Park during the last week of May. The aims of the newsletter were primarily:

= To promote the sustainable travel event on Sunday 2 June

= To promote the bus and cycle incentives

= To raise awareness of opportunities to travel by more sustainable means of transport locally
(cycle training, £2 bus scheme, walking/cycling maps etc)

2.24, The newsletter was well received by residents with comments received at the event about how
useful the information was. Many residents mentioned that they found out about the event via the
newsletter. There was also a significant uptake in claims for the cycle voucher and bus smartcard in
May and June as a result of the promotion. A copy of the newsletter is provided at Appendix A.

Bus Provision

2.25. The TPC has had regular contact with the Swindon Bus Company regarding opportunities to improve
access to bus services at Badbury Park. Swindon Bus Company has procured a bus service as part
of Phase 3 which is due to commence operation in 2025.

Car Club

2.26. No further consultation with Co-Wheels has taken place regarding the implementation of the car
club on site since Co-Wheels confirmed that it was unviable in this location.

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3. MONITORING AND SURVEYS

3.1. The RTP aims for an 8% reduction in vehicular trip rates from the baseline trip levels. As agreed with
Swindon Borough Council (SBC) the final trigger point for monitoring trip rates associated with the
Badbury Park development will be at 1,271 occupations (full occupation of the site).

3.2. We have been advised by the developers that the final occupation will likely be in the summer of
2025; following this the final Travel Plan monitoring surveys will be undertaken.

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LOOKING AHEAD

As the site has not yet reached full occupation, as initially predicted, it is recommended that the
TPC role continues into 2025, as required by the approved Travel Plan and confirmed by SBC.

The recommended ‘next steps’ for the TPC to implement in the next 12 months are as follows:

Engagement Events

The TPC will aim to plan and undertake two further public engagement events in 2025;likely to be
in the Spring/Summer period, and where possible coinciding with events such as the Castles Bike
Ride and Badbury Park School Fete, in order to maximise reach and attendance.

Travel Information Packs

The TPC will ensure that the up-to-date Travel Information Packs continue to be distributed to new
residents on occupation of their property. This will primarily be achieved through retaining regular
contact with the Redrow sales teams to ensure they have sufficient TIPs available and continue to
include the TIPs in handover documentation.

The TPC shall ensure that residents can continue to have access to the most up-to-date version of
the TIP online via the bespoke website for the Badbury Park development

Badbury Park Travel Plan Webpage

Keep promoting the Badbury Park Travel Plan webpage to residents via the Travel Information Pack
and any other methods such as via the site noticeboards. Ensure that the webpage is kept up-to-
date throughout 2025 with the latest version of the TIP, newsletters and relevant information.

Training Sales Staff

The TPC shall retain regular contact with sales office to check staff are aware of the Travel Plan,
Travel Information Pack and associated incentives. The TPC will deliver any training to sales staff as
required via in-person visits, discussions via phone or sending resources and information through
email.

Cycle and Bus Incentives

The £100 Cycle voucher and 4-week taster bus ticket will continue to be promoted throughout 2024
as a key incentive to help residents make more journeys by bike and public transport. The TPC will
continue to ensure that Persimmon and Redrow sales staff, along with the BPRG are fully aware of
the scheme and how to signpost residents to apply for them.

The TPC will continue to ensure that the incentive schemes are promoted as widely as possible,
through TIPs, events, newsletters social media and posters on local noticeboards and in the site
sales office.

Newsletter

Plan to prepare another Travel Plan newsletter to be distributed to residents of Badbury Park in
2025. The newsletter should once again aim to be distributed in late Spring/Early Summer to when
residents are more likely to be considering travelling in more sustainable ways. The newsletter can
also be used to promote upcoming events in 2025.

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Bus Provision

Continue to support the provision of a more extensive bus service at Badbury Park, engaging in
discussions with bus operators and SBC and ensuring residents are aware of new timetables when
new services are introduced.

Car Club
Monitor the situation and continue to engage with Co-Wheels regarding opportunities to put Car
Club on site.

Monitoring

Continue to monitor the level of occupations throughout the year so that the travel surveys can be
organised once full occupation at Badbury Park has been reached. TPC to produce 2025 annual
monitoring report including the results of the travel surveys and to establish whether the mode
share targets of the Travel Plan have been achieved, as well as reporting the progress made in 2025.

Consult with SBC to confirm whether the TPC period needs to continue or help transfer guidance
to the residents’ group to take responsibility of the TPC role in the future on a voluntary basis.

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If you're looking to purchase a new bike

or get repairs done on your faithful old
steed, there are plenty of bike shops
and mobile bike mechanics nearby. This
includes Mitchell Cycles on Shrivenham
Road and Recycles on Princes Street.

Badbury Park by Bike

Cycling is an ideal way to get around Badbury Park and the wider Swindon area; it is often quicker than
driving and certainly cheaper. Work at the hospital? It only takes 5 minutes to cycle there from Badbury
Park and the route is traffic-free with lots of cycle parking stands outside the front entrance. Thinking of
cycling to school? Local primary schools, Badbury Park Primary School and Liden Primary School are
easy to cycle to using the local cycle paths. Dorcan Academy and Lawn Manor Academy secondary
schools are equally easy to cycle to within 20 minutes via local cycle paths.

e Air — squeeze your tyres to check if they have enough air in them, they should be firm
and not easy to squeeze. Tyres need inflating roughly every 6 weeks and flat tyres are no
fun to ride on!

e Brakes — before you ride make sure that your brakes are working and not rubbing on the
wheel.

e Chain — Chains need lubricating roughly every 6 weeks, you can get some chain oil from
your local bike shop.

RAIL TRAVEL

Rail travel provides a fast and convenient option for travelling further afield. It can not only be quicker
than travelling by car, but can also save you money in parking charges!

Swindon Station is the closest railway station, located 6.2km northwest of Badbury Park. The
station offers frequent services to a wide range of destinations. Trains to London Paddington run
approximately every 15 minutes, with half-hourly trains to Bristol and Cardiff and hourly trains to
Cheltenham Spa. Cycle and car parking is available. Bikes travel free on trains but non-folding bikes
must be pre-booked on the high speed services to reserve a slot.

Bus services 1 and 1A, 12 and 13 run from Badbury Park to Swindon bus station, which is a short
walk from Swindon Railway Station.
